Outdoor learning enables the children 

the freedom, time and space to learn 

and demonstrate independence, to 

develop ‘The Independent Me’ driver.  

Children will gain awareness of the 

consequences of their actions on 

peers through team activities such as 

sharing tools and participating in play.  

 

Outdoor learning supports the 

development of physical stamina and 

gross and fine motor skills as part of the 

‘Healthy Me’ driver within our 

curriculum.
